This holiday season, the APD
Motorcycle Unit has a lot to be thankful
for. At the November meeting of the
Arlington Police Foundation, Sergeant
Craig Leondike and Sergeant Kevin
Hileman thanked Foundation members
for retrofitting all 18 of their Unit’s 2014
Harley Davidson Police motorcycles with
new lights. Officers say the new light bars
are improving their safety on roadways.

Donations for these new lights also
came from the Citizens Police Academy
Alumni Association and Ray Davis, an area
businessman and part owner of the Texas
Rangers Major League Baseball Team.

Foundation board members were
presented an enlarged framed photo of
the Motors Unit (pictured above) along
with a Thank You card signed by all APD
motors officers.

“It is very evident on a traffic stop, that
people notice us,” Sgt. Leondike said.
“When we pull into an intersection to
stop traffic for a caravan of tour buses,
these lights bring a lot of attention to us.”

According to a report from the
National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration, nearly 50 percent of all
fatal motorcycle crashes occurring in the
United States involve a tragic collision
with another vehicle.

The new light bars are located about
15 inches above the existing red and blue
LED emergency lights, enhancing safety
for the officer and the driving public.
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A Tarrant County philanthropist was
recently honored by the Arlington Police
Foundation for the impact he has made on
the Arlington Police Department and the
community it serves.

This badge was designed in 1947 by an artist with the Thomas Rubber Stamp Co. in Fort Worth.
Originally molded from hammered tin, this badge became one of the department’s first official
badges when A.B. “Ott” Cribbs was Chief.

After 33 years, this APD badge was officially retired in 1980.
